The Midlothian Council in exercise of the powers conferred on them by Section 14(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended, and of all other enabling powers and after consultation with the Chief Constable hereby make the following temporary Order:

This Order may be cited as The Midlothian Council (Various Public Car Parks and Parking Area) (Temporary Waiting Restrictions) Order 2020 and shall come into operation on 3 August 2020.  The Order is expected to be in place for 18 months.
The purpose of the Order is to introduce 3 hours maximum stay restrictions, Monday to Saturday from 8am to 6pm, in the below noted car parks and car parking area. The restrictions are necessary to provide more space for pedestrian shoppers in 4 of Midlothian’s towns as a temporary COVID-19 measure.  PCNs will be issued to vehicles that park in excess of 3 hours in the noted car parks and car parking area.
