The Midlothian Council in exercise of the powers conferred on them by Section 14(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended, and of all other enabling powers and after consultation with the Chief Constable hereby make the following temporary Order:

This Order may be cited as The Midlothian Council (Suspension of Parking Bays, Various Locations) (Temporary Waiting and Loading Restrictions) Order 2020 and shall come into operation on 3 August 2020.  The Order is expected to be in place for 18 months.
The purpose of the Order is to prohibit waiting, loading and unloading in various town centre parking bays. The restrictions detailed in the attached Schedule are necessary to provide more space for pedestrian shoppers in 4 of Midlothian’s towns as a temporary COVID - 19 measure.  The restrictions will be removed if and when practicable.

SCHEDULE
TEMPORARY SUSPENSION OF TOWN CENTRE PARKING
Sections of parking suspended in some of Midlothian’s town centres for a period of 18 months. The parking suspensions will be removed if and when practicable. The suspension of the car parking is to give more space for shoppers during the COVID-19 emergency. Alternative parking for shoppers is available in nearby public car parks. Additional disabled parking is also available in public car parks.
PARKING LAYBY SUSPENSIONS (INCLUDING LOADING AND DISABLED PARKING):
DALKEITH
High Street, Dalkeith (north kerbline) - Between Edinburgh Road, Dalkeith and Old Edinburgh Road , Dalkeith all parking in laybys is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.

High Street, Dalkeith (south kerbline) - Between Eskdaill Street, Dalkeith and Buccleuch Street, Dalkeith all parking in layby is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the layby.

South Street, Dalkeith (west kerbline) - Between Edinburgh Road, Dalkeith and Buccleuch Street, Dalkeith all parking in laybys is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.
BONNYRIGG
High Street, Bonnyrigg (east kerbline) - Between Lothian Street, Bonnyrigg and Linden Place, Bonnyrigg all parking in laybys is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.

High Street, Bonnyrigg (west kerbline) - Between Polton Road, Bonnyrigg and Park Road, Bonnyrigg, all parking in layby is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.

Polton Road, Bonnyrigg (north kerbline) - Between High Street, Bonnyrigg and Dobbies Road, Bonnyrigg (excluding taxi rank), all parking in layby is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the layby.
GOREBRIDGE
Main Street, Gorebridge (south kerbline) - Between Hunter Square, Gorebridge and Private Road, Gorebridge all parking in laybys is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.
LOANHEAD
Clerk Street, Loanhead (east kerbline) - Between High Street, Loanhead and Fountain Place, Loanhead all parking in laybys is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.

Clerk Street, Loanhead (west kerbline) - Between the Loan, Loanhead and George Drive, Loanhead all parking in laybys is suspended with no parking at any time permitted adjacent to the laybys.
