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Police Report June 2017
Beat Area MS01 / MS02 – Gorebridge / Gowkshill

Between 20th June 2017 and 15th August 2017, in the beat area MS01 (Gorebridge) there were 41 recorded crimes, of which 13 were solved. This is a detection rate of 32%. 

Between 20th June 2017 and 15th August 2017, in the beat area MS02 (Gowkshill) there were 5 recorded crimes, of which 2 were solved. This is a detection rate of 40%. 

During this time period there were 411 calls to Police for both areas.

Incidents of Note

· On 25th June 2017 there was a window smashed at a property in Burnside Road.

· On 26th June 2017 there was a theft of a high value cycle bike overnight from a garage in Glenview Crescent.
· On 27th June 2017 there was a theft of diesel from a building site on Vogrie Road.

· On 30th June 2017 an Irish male attended various shops in Main Street, Gorebridge attempting to use counterfeit £50 notes.
· On 1st July 2017, incident of youths throwing objects at buses and boarding them in Greenhall Road. Police attended and no trace of youths. 

· On 2nd July 2017 there was a disturbance in the street of New Park Gardens. Police attended and separated all parties and a male was charged with S38 threatening and abusive behaviour.

· On 2nd July 2017 there was an attempt HB at an address in Whitehouse Grove. Persons were disturbed by occupier and ran off.

· On 3rd July 2017 there was a disturbance at an address in Burnside Road. Male subsequently detained, and arrested for S38.

· On 6th July 2017 young males attempted to gain access to a car on Glenview Road by smashing the rear window and forcing the door. Males were disturbed by nearby resident and ran off.

· On 6th July 2017 an unsuccessful attempt break in to a shed at an address in Hunterfield Road. 

· On 13th July 2017, report of cows on road in Barleyknowe Road, inspection of the padlock that secures the gate on the farm revealed that it had vandalised and broken off.
· On 14th July 2017 male arrested at an address in The Crescent, Gowkshill for S38 threatening and abusive behaviour and conveyed to Dalkeith Police station.

· On 15th July 2017 at Stobhill Road, a female youth was assaulted on a bus by another group of youths. 
· On 16th July 2017 at The Crescent, Gowkshill, there was a disturbance in the street resulting in a window being smashed. 

· On 22nd July 2017 a domestic incident of assault at an address in Lady Brae. A female was subsequently arrested and charged for this.

· On 22nd July 2017 at an address in Birkenside a male was detained for assaulting 2 females. Male was arrested and charged.

· On 23rd July 2017 there was a 2 car road traffic collision at Stobhill Road, causing a road obstruction. All parties were uninjured. 
· On 24th July 2017 there was a theft of tools from a work van on Burnside Road.
· On 25th July 2017 a disturbance took place on the street of Birkenside whereby a male had been threatening and abusive towards his family. Male was detained, arrested and charged.
· On 31st July 2017 there was a theft slip in overnight to a house in Hunterfield Road whereby several items were stolen.

· On 31st July 2017 there was a theft slip in overnight at New Hunterfield Road whereby several items including car keys were stolen, however, the car was not stolen.

· On 2nd August 2017 a theft of a car was reported from Jubliee Crescent. Enquiries still ongoing.
· On 3rd August 2017 a theft slip in took place at Small steps, Newbyres Village care home. Nothing was reported stolen and enquiry is still ongoing. 

· On 5th August 2017 report of youths on motocross bikes at Core Glen. Police attended and no trace of youths.

· On 6th August 2017 there was an attempt housebreaking to a shed on Barleyknowe Road, nothing stolen.

· On 7th August 2017 a 10 year old male was struck by a car on Barleyknowe Road and suffered an injury to his leg. This was due to the child running out in front of the car. No criminality.

· On 9th August 2017 report of a theft of car from Vogrie Road. Police attended and male fled from the car. Male was subsequently traced and arrested. A report to the PF was submitted.

· On 10th August 2017 suspicious males were observed at a building site in Whitehouse Grove. Padlocks had been cut and males had been observed loading items into a white van. A male has subsequently been traced through enquiry and was detained, arrested and charged.
Other information

Officers have carried out several speed checks in the Gorebridge area throughout the summer. Roads checked include Hunterfield Road, Barleyknowe Road, Ladybrae and the A7. 2 drivers have subsequently been issued with tickets for speeding.
Officers are aware of continued parking on Main Street, Gorebridge on double yellow lines and continue to take a no tolerance policy with several tickets having been issued.

A drink driving campaign is taking place over August 2017 and officers will be carrying out road checks throughout the month and any road traffic offences detected will be reported accordingly. 
There has been a number of house breakings within the Midlothian area. We would take this opportunity to remind local residents to be vigilant and report any suspicious behaviour whilst also ensuring that their own personal home security is sufficient i.e. locking doors, windows and keeping valuables out of sight. Potential housebreakings could be avoided by locking doors and windows.

Police Scotland is currently promoting awareness for Hare coursing in the local area. Hare coursing is the deliberate hunting of hares with dogs. It generally takes place in open fields when the crops are low. The Courser(s) will search the field and hunt hare with Lurcher type dogs, controlling them with slip leads.  This is an offence on all land at all times and is not subject to requiring permissions from land owners as with other legislation. The type and number of dogs is irrelevant. Community officers will be carrying out dedicated hare coursing patrols in rural areas in Midlothian.

Police Scotland consults with the public every year on what their priorities are for policing in their community.
