Police Report September 2016
Beat Area MS01 / MS02 – Gorebridge / Gowkshill

Between 15th August and 20th September 2016, in the beat area MS01 (Gorebridge) there were 47-recorded crimes reported, of which 14 were solved. This is a solvency rate of 28%.

Between 15th August and 20th September 2016, in the beat area MS02 (Gowkshill) there were 8-recorded crimes reported, of which 5 were solved. This is a solvency rate of 62%.

During this time period there were 263 calls to Police.  

Incidents of Note

· Overnight on 17/08, 2 motorcars were stolen from an address in South Quarry Avenue. Enquiries are ongoing.

· On 17/08, a group of 6 youths aged approx 11-12 years old have broken into St Andrews Primary School and caused minor damage.

· On 19/08, a large-scale cannabis cultivation was discovered in a house in Gorebridge. The male occupier was interviewed and charged with various drug offences.

· On 21/08, a female was shouting and swearing in Main Street near to McColls. She aw traced and charged accordingly.

· On 21/08, a male was seen on an unregistered motorbike. The male made off but was recognised and traced a short time later. He was charged with various road traffic offences. As he fits the description for similar calls in recent weeks, enquiries are ongoing with a view to further action being taken.

· On 26/08, a car was stopped on the A7 at Newtonloan Toll and found there was no insurance. The vehicle was seized.

· Between 8th and 13th September, a house in Hillside Crescent South was broken into and various tools and other items taken.

· On 10/09, a male was assaulted in Hunterfield Road following an argument that got out of hand. He refused to provide any details of the incident.

· On 01/09, a male was cautioned and charged following a disturbance in Birkenside. On 12/09, the same male was arrested and held for court following a further disturbance in Birkenside.

· On 13/09, a male caused a disturbance in Hillside Crescent South and made off in a vehicle he did not have permission to drive. To be traced and charged with various offences.

· Overnight on 08/09, the number plates were stolen from a car in South Quarry Avenue. On 15/09 a similar theft occurred in Clearburn Road

Additional information

There have been various incidents recently involving the criminal use of technology. People should be aware of the risks when using computers / tablets / phones and should take appropriate steps to stay safe. These include – 

· Not using unsecured networks for banking and other personal business

· Do not divulge personal details to anyone, especially calls stating they are banks or unsolicited phone calls
· Do not post pictures that you would not want made public. Scams entice people to undress then attempt to extort money by threatening to post the pictures.

· There was a large number of calls in the middle to end of August regarding males on off road motorbikes. The number of calls has reduced over the past 2 weeks.

· 10% of folk in Scotland survive a heart attack out with the hospital and in Norway it’s 25% where CPR is taught in schools. The British Heart Foundation are offering training, through the Fire Service to community groups and other organisations to encourage people to learn this life saving skill.
