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Police Report March 2017
Beat Area MS01 / MS02 – Gorebridge / Gowkshill

Between 21st February 2017 and 20th March 2017, in the beat area MS01 (Gorebridge) there were 23 recorded crimes, of which 4 were solved. This is a detection rate of 17%. 

(Whilst this rate may appear low, 4 crimes are awaiting action, which will result in charges, and a number of crimes have been dealt with but no persons charged due to lack of evidence)

Between 21st February 2017 and 20th March 2017, in the beat area MS02 (Gowkshill) there were 2-recorded crimes, of which 0 were solved. This is a detection rate of 0%.

During this time period there were 187 calls to Police for both areas.

Incidents of Note

· Throughout the month there have been 6 incidents at building sites including thefts and vandalism in various parts of Gorebridge.

· On 23/02, a female driver reported an assault following a road rage incident. The offending driver was traced and interviewed regarding the incident.

· Overnight on 24/02, 2 high value mountain bikes were stolen from a shed in Whitehouse Avenue. They were later recovered.

· On 25/02, a male has stolen alcohol and foodstuffs from McColls, Main Street, He has returned on 02/03 and stolen further property.

· Overnight on 25/02, a motorbike was stolen from a driveway in New Hunterfield. It was later recovered in St Andrews Way.

· Overnight on 26/02, persons have entered an insecure house, taken a car key then stolen a motorcar from Barleyknowe Crescent. Overnight on 18/03, 2 males entered an insecure house in Stobhill Road and taken car keys. They were disturbed trying to take the car and made off.

· On 03/03, a male has attempted to steal foodstuffs from Scotmid on Hunterfield Road but made off when challenged by staff. 

· 05/03, a male entered Scotmid on Hunterfield Road and stole a quantity of alcohol and meat. He has been identified from CCTV.

· Between 17/03 and 19/03, a shed in Gore Avenue was broken into and items stolen.

· Overnight on 18/03, a shed in Barleyknowe Lane was broken into but nothing taken.

LOCK DOWN CRIME

The "Lock down crime in Midlothian" campaign is a crime prevention campaign focusing on home and business security to try and encourage members of the public to protect themselves from becoming victims of HB's, slip ins and such like.

The other thing to publicise is the shed alarms and DNA property marking kits, which are being sold together as a pack for £20 from Dalkeith Police Station. The DNA marking kit is normally over £30 alone and normally only sold to trade.
